  Andrea Zaferes, with Lifeguard Systems, Inc., will present on how to conduct proper 
  drowning investigations, to include the recognition of discreet scene details that may 
  reveal homicidal motives.  Topics include investigative procedures at the scene, post 
  mortem physiology of bodies in water, recognition and collection of evidence  
  involved in water deaths, and how to work with your dive team to ensure that they are 
  conducting an effective crime scene search.  Topics will discuss open water  
  investigations (i.e. lakes/canals), as well as investigations involving backyard pools or 
  bathtubs, with numerous case studies to supplement the lecture.  Instruction will also 
  be given on how to recognize scenes of aquatic sexual sadism and aquatic erotic  
  asphyxia (a growing trend in society).
